Read a letter from Messrs Brook, Freemand, and Batley, reporting that they have succeeding in convicting Mr Thos Potter, before the Huddersfield Magistrates, on a charge of refusing to quit a train by which he was travelling from Manchester to Huddersfield on its arriving at the point, to which he had paid his fare.

They recommended that the train referred to be made 3 Class to Leeds, instead of Huddersfield only.

Referred to Messrs Cooper & Carter for consideration, and report.

Mr Cooper reported that the Slaithwaite New Gas Co: offers to supply that Station at 7/-Pr 1000 feet.

Accepted

Mr Carter submitted a Draft Agreement between Mr E. Brooke and the Co: relative to the Chimney flue, roadway, and Bridge at Fieldhouse.

Approved and Ordered to be carried out, all costs being borne by Mr Brook.

Mr Carter reported that the Refreshment Room at Dewsbury is now completed at a cost of £24.12.1 but that the tenant Mr Priestly is
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unable to obtain from the Dewsbury Overseer the necessary Certificate by virtue of which he can obtain a Licence for the sale of Beer, on the ground that he does not pay the rates of the premises he occupies.

Referred to Mr Carter with instructions to apply to the Board of Inland Revenue

Mr Carter reported that the Monks Bridge Iron Co: agree to take the 6 Arches at the Central Station, Leeds, at £15 Pr Annum form the 1st instant - And to pay the sum of £5. as rent up to that date for the 4 Arches now occupied by them.

He also reported that Messrs Fawcett & Sons, agree to take the Arches Nos 7 & 8 in the Huddersfield Viaduct at £2 Pr Annum each, subject to 7 days notice.

He also submitted the Yorkshire Section Rent account up to the 1st instant, shewing the amount of rental to be £218.16.9 which has all been received.
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Mr Carter applied for permission to expend a sum of £30 in the repairs of the Cottages at the Diggle end of the Standedge Tunnel

Granted.

Mr Carter reported that he has let to John Sykes of Huddersfield a Stable on the Engine Bridge Wharf at the rate of £5 Pr annum commencing on the 1st inst, this being in addition to £10 Pr annum he already pays for another Stable at Engine Bridge.

Mr Carter reported that James Pickles a Boatman in the employ of Mr Blackley, was convicted by the Huddersfield Bench on the 20th inst for obstructing the Canal Navigation and fined 40/- and costs.

Read a letter from the Incumbent of St Mary’s Church, Wakefield, soliciting a Subscription in aid of the school building fund attached to that Parish.

Declined on the grounds that the Committee are not authorised to dispose of the Co’s funds to other other purposes than those in connexion with
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their business and

Ordered that Mr Carter intimate this to the Incumbent

Mr Carter reported that Thomas Brook of Huddersfield agrees to pay 2/6 a Year, from the 1st inst: for the privilege of taking Water from the Aspley Pool for domestic purposes.

And that Sidebottom Brothers of Staley Bridge agree to pay £5/- P. annum from the 1st inst: for the privilege of supplying a Water Tank from the Canal, the water to be used only in the event of their Mills taking fire

Mr Carter recommended that the Canal house at Woolroad be divided into 2 Cottages for the accommodation of the work-people, a work which he estimated at £30.

Approved, and recommended to be carried out.

Read a report from Messrs Cooper & Carter in pursuance of a resolution of the last Meeting referring to them the consideration of a Meeting recommendation of Messrs Brook, Freeman & Batley that the Y.P.M. down train be made 3rd Class throughout the journey.

And that alterations in the Canal house at Woolroad have been so far made as to admit of one half of it being let to James Broadbent, one of the Canal Workmen at 3/6 per week from the 21st January last
